LOCAL RULES: 

PREFERRED LIES (Subject to change mid-season): 
You may lift, clean, and place your ball within one club length no closer to the hole on FAIRWAY CUT of the hole being played.    All nine holes.  
Lost Balls in Native Areas:

A ball lost in tall native grass that is not in a water hazard is deemed to be in a red penalty area.  Take relief (penalty of one stroke) from the point where the ball crossed into the native grass using the line where the mowed area meets the non-maintained native grass edge as your spot.

Out of Bounds:

Out of bounds is defined by white lines, white stakes ( when stakes and lines are present the line defines out of bounds), paved roads, bridge tunnels and neighboring business walking paths and parking lots that surround the golf course.

Creekside #5:

Any ball lost to the right of the cart path is deemed to be lost in a red penalty area.  There is no out-of-bounds right for league play.  Proceed under “lost ball in native area” as explained above on this Rule sheet.
